Be a member of the Ver-
mont Art Teachers Association 
and the National Art Education 
Association. 

Demonstrate outstanding 
commitment, professionalism 
and dedicated service in arts edu-
cation, acting as an inspiration 
to students, teachers and the 
community. 

Implement State and Na-
tional Visual Arts Standards 
while meeting the needs and 
interests of students in a creative 
manner. **Current executive 
board members of VATA are 
excluded from receiving the 
award. 

Process 

Nominations must be re-
ceived no later than September 
15th. 

Nominations will be re-
viewed by the executive board of 
VATA. 

Final selection will be an-
nounced by September 30th.
